Crime Statistics Presentation by Major Pristoop
Statistically speaking the Northern District is doing well overall in terms of crime numbers.  

Crime Statistics for 2007 & comparisons to 2006

· violent crime down 27% 

· robberies down 28% 

· property crime down 15%

· burglaries are on the rise
· total crime down 21%

Homicides
This year there have been 8 murders in district. Most victims have no connection to people in the Northern District.  Most victims are non residents.  Often the crime is committed in another section of the city and the body is dropped in the Northern District.  

Additionally, there have been 45 handgun arrests made this year.

Crime Statistics for February 18-March 17

· There were 6,800 calls to 911 during this time period.

Homicides

1. February 26th 2100 Guilford Ave-The Young Gorilla Family was involved in this 

shooting.  Eight members of the gang are currently in jail. 

2. March 20th 500 43rd St- Not many details are known at this moment. 

Shootings

· There were two in the District during this period that didn’t result in a homicide. 
Burglaries

· there have been 50 in the District within the current time period

· Police have made 18 burglary arrests in last 5 weeks

· most burglaries are occurring along the Pimlico Rd, and Greenspring Ave corridor as well as the Charles Village area
Robberies 

· there have been 31 in the District within the current time period

· Waverly and Penn Lucy are areas of concern

Larceny from auto
· there have been 55 in the District within the current time period

Protect yourself-Do not leave the car window down, your car unlocked or leave objects in view.

Police Plan to Combat Larceny-Police have begun to “plant” materials in vehicles in order to catch those who have been stealing.  An arrest was made on March 21st on the corner of 20th and Howard St.  Police are also using this reversal plan in order to catch drug dealers and prostitutes.  Police officers have increased this role reversal lately and have met with great success. 

Stolen Auto

· there have been 28 in the District within the current time period

Aggravated Assault 

· there have been 29 in the District within the current time period
Community Concerns

1. Burglaries in Woodberry are on the rise. Two recent arrests have been made.
2.  An arrest of 2 suspects has been made in an attempted robbery earlier this month of the Wine Connection liquor store on the corner of Roland Heights Ave and Evans Chapel Rd in Hoes Heights. There was evidence of shots fired at the scene. Suspects were arrested inside a house they entered after being chased by Police. 
3. A question was raised with regard to the use of tasers in light of the recent death of a suspect in Baltimore County.  Five tasers are assigned per police district. They are used on people who are drugged up or have mental issues because these conditions create a more dangerous situation for the arresting officer. 
4. Police are continuing working with curfew officers from the local schools to find out the names of kids cutting school and to make sure there is a consequence.  Normally 8 curfew violations occur per day.
5. A question was raised with regard to the pending law banning BB guns in Baltimore City. Police support the ban as BB guns are not currently covered under the law.  This means a suspect in a robbery can’t be charged with handgun possession because the BB gun doesn’t fall under the current handgun rule.  The suspect would only be charged with the robbery account.  There is also the “fear factor.”  People tend to use BB guns because they appear to look like real guns. 

Calling 911 or 311 
It is very helpful for the Police if you are very specific with your information during your call.  

What do you see going on? 

Can you describe the person physically?

Calls into the system are prioritized according to the severity of the call.
