· Major Buzzauro believes the new Acting Police Commissioner is an innovative problem solver.  The Northern District has a positive outlook and is looking forward to working with him.

Crime Statistics Presentation by Major Buzzauro

Statistically speaking the Northern District is doing well overall in terms of crime numbers.  
Crime Statistics for 2007 & comparisons to 2006

· Overall reduction of 14%
· Over last 3 yrs  crime is down 30%

· Northern District ranks #2 in city for overall crime

· Northern District ranks #2 with gun recovery

· Northern District ranks #1 with handgun violation charges

·  Property crimes down 12% 
· Violent crime down 12%
· 26% decrease in homicide

· Robberies & burglaries were up during the summer months as juveniles are not in school.
· Shootings are on the rise as there have been 31 shooting victims since Jan 1st.
Police Plan to Combat Crime

Leaders in the city are dedicated to catching juvenile offenders of curfews laws.  Juvenile and gangs crimes are a major priority in the department. The knock and talk program (knocking on doors of juvenile offenders) has been very helpful in creating a line of communication between the Police, parents and the school. Police are concerned that juvenile offenders are not getting enough time in prison or as they are being arrested on multiple occasions. 
Crime Statistics in Medfield
Over the last 45 days there has been: 1 robbery, 4 burglaries, 3 larcenies from auto, & 5 stolen autos.

Shootings

· Shootings occurred on September 9th, 10th, & 11th in the evening hours north of Northern Parkway.
· From July 23rd-Sept 9th there were no shootings in the district.
Areas of Concern

1. There was a homicide on Macbeth.
2. There was a fire bombing on McEwen.
3. Sector 2: Alameida shopping center Northern Parkway area, Old York Rd & Woodbourne have seen an increase in robberies & arson of vehicles.
4. Sector 1 & 3: Waverly, Remington & the Charles Village area have seen extra police presence as these are areas where a lot of robberies have occurred.  Additionally, suspects are beating many victims.  The Police have many leads but this has been a constant problem in this area. 
Community Concerns
1. On the 700 block of Richwood youths are hanging out at late hours.
2. On the 6400 of Clearspring, Mayflower, York, Walker and Gittings Towson & Loyola students are partying and inviting many guests.  Loyola has a code of conduct so those students will be expelled after the 3rd offense.  The Northern District works very closely with local colleges to insure that the tenants of rented properties are not causing disturbances in the neighborhoods.  The Police will address these issues with the landlords.
3. There are drug concerns at 700 block of York Rd.
